Notes for the moderating and rapporteuring of the roundtables

200 people are expected for the conference. The room will be organized with roundtables of 8-10 people. Each person shall have a name plate which they collect on arrival at the registration. These name plates will be placed on the tables and shuffled for the different sessions. The roundtable moderators and rapporteurs will be pre-assigned by placing green (moderators) red and (rapporteurs) green colour cloth on their name plates.

Each roundtable will have a pre-assigned moderator and rapporteur. The moderator will have pre-assigned questions and will be responsible for keeping time
. The rapporteur will be given an outline for the summary report, which will then be collected by the Chief Rapporteur immediately after the session.
